The campus unites to help those less fortunate

The spirit of giving swept through TU this year as stu­

dents, faculty and staff participated in a number of 

charity fund-raisers. A.More than $750 was raised for 

the March of Dimes in September when 26 TU students 

and employes participated in the Walk for Life to fight 

birth defects.

Tommy Chesbro, who has lived with HN for eight years, told TU students that no one is im­

mune. "Inevitably, someone is in the audience thinking, 'I don't need to worry about it, it could 

never happen to me.'" .6. Chesbro higlighted February's National Condom Week, dedicated to 

dispelling the myth that HIV is a rare disease . .6. "There is so much misinformation, so much 

misconception," said Chesbro . .6.Chesbro is the AIDS coordinator for the Indian Health Care 

Resource Center in Tulsa. A panel discussion followed in which students, faculty and community 

members discussed the impact of HIV and AIDS in Tulsa . .6.Condom Week promoted absti­

nence and safer sex with activities ranging from condom demonstrations to handing out "safer 

sacks," which included a condom . .6.Jan Grabow, director of Alexander Health Center, said there 

are many ways students can protect themselves. .6.

On the verge of a new century, the changes that ocurred in Indian Territory were seen in the American 

fashion evolution from Henry Kendall College to TU. £. The 19th century marked modesty as the 

main concern. Women wore snug corsets and high-neck collars, with their hair in a bun. Gentlemen 

wore suits with a few frills, and often wore hats outside. £.By 1927, fashion took a drastic turn from 

previous decades. The emerging counter-culture of "The Roaring Twenties" brought the "flapper," the 

girl who drank whiskey at speakeasies and wore flimsy short dresses covered with fringe. Flappers cut 

their hair short to emulate the fashionable "bob" and wore bright red lipstick. Men wore their hair 

parted in the middle and slicked back. £.In the '30s and '40s, women became more active in the 

workplace due to World War II. Clothes became more somber and businesslike, but the influence of 

movie-star glamour was also seen.£. The 1950s saw the teenybopper and the rebel emerge as new, 

youthful fashion images. Girls wore poodle skirts and saddle oxfords, while guys wore sweaters and 

jeans rolled at the cuff. Then came the Beat culture, which was characterized by psuedo-imellectuals 

reading poetry in underground coffee houses while wearing black clothes and French berets. Guys 

wore short-sleeve shirts with a t-shirt underneath and saddle oxfords in the late '50s and early '60s. 

£.Fashion evolved during the strife-filled '60s, as women wore their skirts shorter and their hair 

higher. By the end of the decade, psychedelia was hot. This trend continued in the '?Os as the Vietnam 

War escalated. Long hair, bare midriffs, hip-huggers, bell bottoms, tie-dye and androgynous hairstyles 

became common.£. With the arrival of the disco era, polyester, afros and platform shoes were the rage. 

"Saturday Night Fever" supplied the mold that everyone tried to fit. £. Then came the '80s: John 

Hughes movies, Polo and Izod shirts, BMWs, cocaine and Yuppie chic. The only residue this decade 

left was the cellular phone. The '90s were characterized by a re-interpretation of the '60s and '?Os as 

Generation X sought for means of self-expression. Tie-dyed shins, friendship bracelets, bell-bottom 

pants, platform shoes and long, straight hair for guys and girls demonstrated this retro-mania.

The University ofTulsahad the unique distinction ofbeing the only school in the state to offer an athletic 

training degree. It was a bachelor of science degree program that was relatively new on campus, at a mere 

four years old. In those four years it rose in rank to the top 20 percent of the national programs and became 

nationally recognized. 

Trainers have become an integral part of the sports world in recent years. While doctors diagnose an 

athlete's condition, the trainer has the responsibility of helping the athlete follow through with rehabili­

tation. Trainers also give immediate treatment on the field and help athletes prevent injury. The most 

important task of the trainer, however, is developing a talent for dealing with and understanding people. 

Trainer Jennifer Wilson said, "You can teach a person the basics, but this is only core factual information. 

TU helps you learn to think and develop the skills necessary to make your own analysis.,, 

The ultimate goal of the program was to prepare students for the National Certification Examination 

administered by the National Athletic Trainers Association Board. According to Rachael Story, curriculum 

director of athletic training at TU, "We have a 100 percent passing rate on the national examination and 

a 100 percent job placement rate."

Campus receives

TU's Child Development Center, a joint venture with Children's World Learning Centers, opened its 

doors January 3 to provide daycare and supplemental education to children ages six weeks to 12 years. 

Although primarily intended for children ofTU faculty, staff and students, the center, with a capacity 

of 148, also was opened to the community. 

TU was the first higher education institution in Tulsa to offer on-campus child care. The facility was 

built on Children's World Learning Centers' reputation for quality care. 

Mindy Tayrien, a financial aid worker, was the first to enroll a child in the center, her daughter, J oleigh. 

"They let the children do their own thing. If Joleigh wants to draw all day, they'll let her," Tayrien said. 

The center, located at Third and Evanston, provided learning programs for different age groups from 

an exclusive company curriculum with an emphasis on individual interests and learning. 

"This is literally a joining together of TU and Children's World," said center director Cindee Bergren. 

"We have access to university resources, including the campus nurse and the athletic department, which 

has volunteered to help coach children's sport teams in the summer."

Senior Richard Brown and sophomore Ryan Siler paced Tulsa with seventh and 

ninth-place finishes, while senior Sabrina Budde and freshman Chris Haldeman took third 

and sixth on the women's side . .A The women's top finish was a fourth-place performance at 

the Missouri Southern State College Stampede while Budde and Haldeman once again lead 

Tulsa in sixth and eighth place. The Hurricane men garnered another second-place finish at 

the SW Missouri State Invitational behind the fifth and sixth-place times of Siler and Brown. 

At the Missouri Valley Conference Championships, the men and women finished eighth and 

ninth respectively with Siler placing 28th for the men and Budde finishing 31st for the 

women. A "Both our men and women made great strides this season," Symons said. "For 

the first time, these athletes made a real push to become a force in the Missouri Valley 

Conference. After this season, I think it's safe to say that we can start setting higher goals for 

the upcoming season. They seem to be ready to take that next step."

The Tulsa men were ranked 25th in the nation late in the year, according to the Wilson coaches poll. 

The Hurricane captured the Missouri Valley Conference championship for the fifth time in the past 

eight years, as Bill Brogden was named the league's Coach of the Year. .A. The Hurricane advanced to 

the NCAA Central Regional in Oklahoma City, with the hopes of obtaining its first NCAA National 

Tournament berth in six years. Tulsa finished the first round in fifth place but slipped to 13th and did 

not qualify for the championship event . .A. Aside from Tulsa's first place performance at the MVC 

Championship, Tulsa's best finishes were third place at the Louisiana Intercollegiate, the Crown 

Colony and the Louisiana Classic. Not only did Tulsa capture the team tide at the MVC Champion­

ship by 19 strokes, but freshman Clint Jensen defeated teammate Dennis Hillman in a sudden death 

playoff to capture medalist honors . .A.Individually, junior Dennis Hillman led the Hurricane with a 

73. 7 stroke average, while sophomore Scott Gibson was close behind with a 73.8 average. Both 

Hillman and Gibson had six top 15 finishes during the season. Hillman and Jensen were selected first­

team all-conference and Gibson was named first-team all-academic.

Individual Tennis Invitational. Staley finished the year with a 14-12 record at the #3 single slot.

In his third-year as head coach, Vince Westbrook took Tulsa's net squad towards regional and national 

respectability. Tulsa compiled an overall I 0-13 record against another nationally-competitive schedule 

and was ranked seventh in Region V. £. The Hurricane placed third at the Missouri Valley Confer­

ence Championship, an event that Tulsa hosted. Despite a loss to eventual league champion Wichita 

State the second round, Tulsa had wins over Illinois State and SW Missouri State to capture third 

place. During the regular season, the Hurricane collected two MVC victories over the Bears as well as 

wins over Southern Methodist, North Texas, Louisville, Nebraska, New Mexico State and an upset 

over Oklahoma State. Tulsa suffered dose losses to nationally-ranked Auburn (4-3) and Arkansas (5-2) 

and twice lost to nationally-ranked Kansas along with Texas A&M and Oklahoma in one of the 

region's more ambitious schedules . .&.Junior Chris Milliron, an Edmond, Okla., native, became the 

first Tulsa athlete to qualify for the ITA National Clay Court Championships main qualifying round. 

Milliron had a 16-14 record at the # 1 singles slot and managed upset victories over nationally-ranked 

Tom Janda of Oklahoma State, Phil Cooper of Wichita State and Reid Slattery of Kansas. 

£.Additional support came from #3 Ian Harris (15-16) and #4 Jason Hix (15-11). Hix was a unani­

mous selection to the MVC all-academic squad, his second appearance in two seasons. #5 Andy 

Brown went 13-16 while #6 Chris New stepped into the lineup for a team-best 11-5 singles record. 

Milliron and Hix became partners midway through the season and saw success with a 9-8 record 

including an upset of nationally-ranked David Gonzales and Michael Mc Teigue of SW Missouri 

State. Steve Hollik and Harris teamed for a 5-5 mark at #2 doubles during the spring. In February, 

Hollik had matched with Shane Lamely (now playing on the professional circuit) to win the #3 

doubles title at the MVC Indvidual Championships.

Tulsa basketball enjoyed perhaps its best hoops season with a 23-8 record and NCAA "Sweet Sixteen" 

appearance. The Hurricane took the Missouri Valley Conference regular season title with a 15-3 

record, but suffered a 79-73 loss at the hands of Northern Iowa in the MVC semi-finals. Head coach 

Orlando "Tubby" Smith led Tulsa to both its first NCAA tournament appearance and MVC tide after 

a seven-year drought. Smith's efforts were rewarded with the conference Coach of the Year honors. 

A Tulsa opened its march by posting a school record 128-63 victory over Houston Baptist. Freshman 

Shea Seals made his debut with a record seven three-point field goals and 33 points. After missing 

three games due to a knee injury, the Tulsa native returned to finish second in scoring (16.8 ppg), 

rebounding (6.5) and steals (51). Seals set freshman records in points, rebounds, assists, steals and 

three-point field goals on his way to MVC Outstanding Freshman and Newcomer of the Year Awards 

as well as freshman All-America honors from Basketball Weekly and Basketball News. A. After going 4-

0, Tulsa faced Oklahoma State and Arkansas in sold-out contests at the Convention Center. Against 

the Cowboys, Tulsa trailed by three points with two minutes to go before free throws helped OSU 

secure a 73-61 victory. Senior Gary Collier was instrumental in Tulsa's near upset of #1-ranked Arkan­

sas. Collier drained 30 points and pulled down 14 rebounds in the two-point overtime loss. Collier's 

workman-like play earned the four-year letterwinner the MVC's Player of the Year award. A The 

Hurricane defeated Texas Tech in the first round of the All-College Tournament in Oklahoma City 

before suffering a loss to host Oklahoma. A road victory at Virginia Commonwealth was quickly 

offset by a one-point home loss to conference challenger Bradley. That loss spurred a seven-game 

winning streak that included road victories against Southern Illinois and Drake along with a home 

victory over Northern Iowa. Senior Lou Dawkins, the MVC Defensive Player of the Year, had back­

to-back career highs of 22 and 27 points during the road trip and led Tulsa with 138 season assists. 

A.Back-to-back road losses to Bradley and Illinois State proved to be slight setbacks for the surging 

Hurricane. Tulsa returned home to start another streak that reached eight games. Key victories over 

SW Missouri State, Southern Illinois and Northern Iowa helped secure the regular season title by one 

game over Bradley. The Hurricane entered the MVC tournament in St. Louis, Mo., as prohibited 

favorites, but after the 91-82 opening-round victory against Drake, Tulsa's regular season was abruptly 

ended by Northern Iowa. The NCAA tournament was just ahead.

After losing to Northern Iowa in the second round of the Missouri Valley Conference basketball 

tournament, Tulsa's NCAA tournament hopes were solely in the hands of the selection committee. 

The evidence was on the table, but the jury was still out in the Hurricane's case for post-season play. 

With solid road victories over Virginia Commonwealth, Southern Illinois and Northern Iowa and a 

two-point loss to #I-ranked Arkansas, Tulsa could only pray for its first invitation to the "Big Dance" 

in seven years.,.__ With just three teams of the 64 left to be announced, Tulsa's name finally appeared 

in the Midwest Regional as the #12 seed. The Hurricane was matched with #5 seed UCLA in nearby 

Oklahoma City and placed in the same half of the region with rivals Oklahoma State and Arkansas. 

ANo one could be prepared for what was about to take place in the Myriad during the first and 

second rounds of the tournament. Tulsa came out of the gates on fire and blazed to a 29-point lead 

over heavily-favored UCLA. The Hurricane staved off a last-minute comeback and handed the Bruins 

a 112-110 early exit. Senior Gary Collier was named the CBS Chevrolet Player of the Game after 

scoring 34 points . ..6.. The Hurricane then faced cross-state rival Oklahoma State, a team that had 

defeated the Hurricane by 12 points in Tulsa earlier in the season. After a sluggish first half, the 

NCAA dream looked to be near its end, but a second-half comeback led by junior point guard Alvin 

"Pooh" Williamson revived Tulsa's chances. With a one-point Hurricane lead, senior Lou Dawkins 

sealed the victory by nailing a three-point shot from the corner as six seconds remained. Oklahoma 

State's Bryant "Big Countrl Reeves scored late, but it was too late to deny Tulsa's first trip to the 

"Sweet Sixteen" with the 82-80 victory . ..6..Over the next week, Tulsa basketball was suddenly the talk 

of the city as hundreds of fans gathered for a festive send-off for the team. Tulsa was heading for 

Dallas, Texas, for the Midwest Regional Finals and a re-match with #I-ranked Arkansas. Although 

Tulsa had hung tough during the first meeting, the Razorbacks were too much to handle in the sec­

ond meeting as the eventual national champions advanced with a 103-84 victory. Collier went on a 

three-point field goal shooting rampage and ended the game with a career-best tying 35-point perfor­

mance. His 31.3 scoring average was tops among all participants of the 1994 NCAA tournament.

Tulsa's two star seniors improved the team and themselves during their impressive last collegiate play. 

A With the mildest of demeanors, senior forward Gary Collier entered his final season with a thing or 

Atwo to prove. A "I've come a long way," Collier, a Fort Worth, Texas native, said. 'Tve listened to 

people tell me I couldn't do this and I couldn't do that, and that really adds to motivation." .&.Since 

his sophomore season, it's been an uphill journey that eventually made him worthy of the 1994 Mis­

souri Valley Conference Most Valuable Player Award. Collier, who co-captained this year's team, led 

Tulsa in scoring (22.9), rebounding (6.7), three-point field goals (93) and three-point field goal per­

centage (46.3). Collier earned an unmatched four MVC Player of the Week awards and was an MVC 

all-tournament selection. A Collier then took it one step further in the NCAA tournament with 

phenomenal performances in victories against UCLA and Oklahoma State as well as the Sweet Sixteen 

loss to Arkansas. Collier was the tournament's leading scorer (31.3 ppg) and was named to the all­

Midwest tournament team. A "During the summer, I was trying to think about how I could motivate 

the rest of the team and make the other guys play better," Collier said . .&.Co-Captain Lou Dawkins 

also put the team first in his mind. Before every free throw Dawkins would remind his teammates to 

shoot the ball "nice and smooth, nice and smooth." It wasn't always that way for the senior guard 

known affectionately known as "Sweet Lou." Out of Saginaw, Mich., Dawkins came to Tulsa with a 

world of opportunity for the taking . .&."I had my whole life determined," Dawkins said. "It was set 

completely and I was living for the future." .&.But early in what was to be his sophomore year, 

Dawkins suffered a season-ending knee injury that changed the confident young athlete's entire per­

spective. A "Once I knew basketball could be taken away in a second, I realized there was something 

else out there other than basketball. My whole attitude changed,'' Dawkins said. A The injury gave 

him the chance to focus on his physical education major which he completed this spring. Also during 

his last year, Dawkins led the team in assists (138), steals (52) and was third in scoring (12.5 ppg). His 

confidence improved at both physical and mental levels. A "I just had to get over picturing myself 

going down again and it was hard to get over that," Dawkins said. "Once I achieved that, I could get 

my game back and start doing what doing what I do best."

It was an eventful year for third-year Tulsa basketball coach Orlando "Tubby" Smith. Tulsa's less­

than-eventful 1992-93 campaign in which TU's NCAA track and field violations bled over into the 

entire athletic program had kept his team from contending for an NCAA tournament berth. Many 

doubted the team's ability to compete for the 1993-94 Missouri Valley Conference tide and Tulsa 

was picked to finish fifth in the 10-team league. A The difference of one year was phenomenal with 

the Hurricane emerging as a national figure in its journey to the NCAA tournament's "Sweet Six­

teen." Prior to the tournament, Smith had led Tulsa to a regular season MVC crown and garnered 

Coach of the Year honors. He sidestepped former Tulsa coach Nolan Richardson's shadow by record­

ing a 23-8 mark and winning 50 games in just three seasons for a 55-35 career record. A Of course, 

with success came its obstacles. For Smith, it was the decisions of whether to stay at the up-and­

coming Tulsa program or make the lateral move to a more established program in a bigger confer­

ence. He had his offers. First there were the rumored but unsubstantiated offers from Auburn, Ten­

nessee, Western Kentucky and a handful of other southeastern schools. Smith's departure was closest 

to reality with visits to Kansas State and Oklahoma. Everyone involved at every level believed Smith 

was gone when the Sooners made their offer, but Smith proved them wrong. A "Tulsa has just as 

much to offer as any program in the country," Smith said at a press conference where he reconfirmed 

his commitment to remain as Tulsa's head coach. "I feel very comfortable and confident that Tulsa is 

one of the top basketball programs on the collegiate level." A Good answer. Good for Smith. Really 

good for Tulsa. A And as Tulsa's administration, athletic staff, players and fans breathed a sigh of 

relief, Smith went back to work and eventually recruited what could be one of the best classes of 

newcomers since the Richardson era. Tulsa's eventual move to the Western Athletic Conference along 

with Smith's decision to stay helped stamp the Hurricane basketball program as a legitimate power­

house in the making. A"Hopefully, we can continue to build on the success we had this season," 

Smith went on to say. 'Tm proud to be the head coach at The Unversity of Tulsa, and I hope to be 

here for a long time."

In Tulsa's sophomore softball season, head coach Pattie Holthaus' squad saw major improvements 

while surpassing its previous victory total by 14. The Hurricane finished the season with a 16-41 mark 

and managed a 5-11 Missouri Valley Conference record after winning just one conference game a year 

ago. A Tulsa's new level of success was visibly marked by the team's statistical output. The Hurricane's 

earned run average dipped to 3.93 from last year's 5.07, and the team batting average rose from .171 

to .226. Those numbers translated into upsets of nationally-ranked # 11 Kansas, # 10 Texas A&M and 

#21 Illinois State along with a victory over eventual NAIA national champion Oklahoma City. Tulsa's 

17 games against ranked opponents dotted one of the toughest schedules in the region. AT ulsa also 

made a statement about the future by climbing out the MVC's cellar and establishing itself as a con­

tender in years to come. Along with its upset of the Redbirds, the Hurricane also collected league 

victories over Creighton, Wichita State, Northern Iowa and Indiana State . .&Individually, freshman 

Kameron White, a Midwest Region second-team selection, paced Tulsa in several offensive categories 

leading the way with a .294 batting average, 55 hits, 10 doubles, five triples, 29 runs, seven stolen 

bases and a .401 slugging percentage. Junior Germaine Fairchild also knocked down 10 doubles and 

led Tulsa with two home runs, 17 RBIs and a .953 fielding average. Sophomore pitcher Kerri 

Bartholomew continued to improve on the mound with a team-leading 9-15 record, 108 strikeouts 

and a 3.41 ERA. Bartholomew also added offensive punch with a .280 batting average and nine 

doubles. A The speed and defensive prowess of freshmen Sarah Murr and Cindy Hankinson along 

with improved sophomore pitchers Amy Scott and Stacey Pinkerton added to the newfound success. 

Scott's arm was behind the Texas A&M and Kansas upsets while Pinkerton recorded a 3.46 ERA 

while garnering a save and a shutout.

The University ofT ulsa added a footnote to 

history with the Presidential appointment of 

Kermit Hall to a federal committee to investi­

gate the assassination of President John F. 
Kennedy. 

Hall, dean of arts and sciences, saw the as­

sassination as a watermark in United States 

history. 

"In my lifetime, it's certainly one of the most 
memorable events. It's been a subject of 30 

years of speculation, a standard of our day to 

day existence." 

Four other appointments, confirmed by the 
United States Senate, served with Hall on the 

committee. 

With a $4.5 million budget and a two­
year mandate, the committee's job was to 

provide for the fullest possible disclosure of 

assassination records pertaining to President 

Kennedy. 

Hall saw the "smoking gun" theory as 

media sensationalism. But he retained a pro­

fessional objectivity. 
"In a democracy, for survival, you must 

have as free a flow ofinformation as possible. 

That was not the case with the Kennedy 

assassination. 

"A conspiracy is far from being proven. 
But you can make a case for it."

Henneke shares TU history

Two-thirds of TU's 100-year his­
tory meant a lifetime of memories for 
President Emeritus Ben Henneke. 

The statuesque former president, 
who still kept an office on the fifth floor 
of Mcfarlin Library, saw the university 
from numerous perspectives since he 
entered as a freshman in 1931. 

Henneke served as active student, 
faculty member, department chair, vice 
president and president of TU - and 
he still had more than enough vigor to 

help plan TU's centennial celebrations. 
In addition to preparing a 100-page 

year-by-year chronology of TU's his­
tory, Henneke served up weekly remi­
niscences of the first 100 in a weekly 
radio show on K\'vGS. "I've been 
working rather intensively," he said. 

Henneke has experienced much of 
TU's history first-hand. 

He remembered entering a univer­
sity struggling to strengthen its identity 
as a private institution during the De-

press10n. 
"Every Monday we (students) would 

go by the president's door waiting to see 
a note that said the university had been 
dosed," he said. 

Still, Henneke knew TU was on its 
way to being what it is today. He mar­
veled at the university's first few decades 
as Henry Kendall College. During TU's 
beginning, "There was no electricity, 
no running water. The fact that this 
funny little pioneering school survived" 
is incredible, Henneke said. 

When elected vice president in 1952 
and then president in 1958, Henneke 
said he "had a determination to keep 
TU small, private and good. And that 
attitude is being defined each year since 
in more demanding terms." 

What has kept Henneke at TU? 
"You move on when you think you 

can better yourself," he said. "But there 

were and still are exciting things going 
on at this university, so I haven't felt the 
need to move on."

First black grad recalls struggles

Decades before TU advocated 
multiculturalism and student diversity, the 
woman who would be TU's first black 
graduate was fighting a one-woman battle to 
get accepted to TU's master's program in 
education. 

Anita Hairston, Class ofl 952, was among 
the pioneers of social equality years before 
the Civil Rights Movement gained full mo­
mentum in the late 1950s and 1960s. Her 
struggle to enter TU in 1949 would open 
doors for students of all colors. 

Hairston, then a school teacher with an 
AB degree in English from Langston U niver­
sity, had her sights set on TU, then an all­
white establishment. Her application was 
rejected- she said because of racism. "They 
didn't have any black students on campus 
and they didn't want any," she said. 

"I knew what segregation was - I had 
been segregated all my life," said Hairston, 
who grew up in Mississippi. "But (Tulsa) is 
the most segregated place I've ever been." 

Hairston decided not to give up. A year 
later she returned to TU, spoke to a top 
administrator, showed her credentials and 
said she wanted a master's. It was up to her 
to prove her case. 

The administration, Hairston said, 
"would do or say anything they could think 
of to keep me from applying ... to say I wasn't 
refused." The administrator pointedly asked 
Hairston if the NAACP had sent her. "The 
NAACP was not kindly thought ofby many 
whites because they backed black folks. And

he let me know it." 
Hairston said the NAACP would not 

support her. Memories ofTulsa's race riots 
in the 1920s still weighed heavily with some 
older members, who "could see too much 
aggression to create hostility" in the com­
munity. But Hairston pressed on. All she 
needed was the support of her late husband, 
Everett. "I didn't need the community to 
back me. I didn't need the NAACP to 
support me," Hairston said. "Bud couldn't 
have done it without my husban." 

After a year-long battle, Hairston even­
tually was accepted. Difficulties eased once 
she started classes. Her professors and peers 
treated her "just like the other students. 
Nobody seemed to resent me." Hairston 
became president of the Sigma Gamma Rho 
educational sorority and also received the

relations from the TulsaCouncilofChurches. 

Forty years later, she still visited TU to 
speak at multicultural events. She said many 
students still struggled to fit in. TU's 
multicultural recruitment in the 1990s 
brought diversity to TU, but integration on 
campus "is still a new thing," she said. 

Multicultural students in the 1990s "are 
struggling for recognition," Hairston said. 

"They need some advice from someone with 
strength enough to guide them, to lead them 
in the right direction." Hairston was pleased 
TU hired multiethnic faculty and adminis­
trators. 

Hairston' s advice for students of all colors: 
"We've got to learn how to accept 
ourselves ... We must go on living and have a 
good time."

After 129 years of existence, Kappa Alpha Order remained one of the 

strongest national fraternities. The fraternity was in higher demand by college 

campuses than any other because KAs traditionally were recognized for their 

many activities and achievements. Mu Chapter at the University of Tulsa was 

no exception - the KAs once again excelled in all facets of campus life. 

One such area of excellence was in the classroom. For the last 11 semes­

ters, KA's cumulative GPA was above the combined fraternity average and the 

all-men's average. The President's and Dean's Honor Rolls were consistently 

packed with Kappa Alpha members.
